It is great to see everyone getting into their exercise routines during 
these cold winter months. We are now half way through the ‘7 Summits’ 
programme, which is moving along nicely with participants moving up 
each mountain. Kilimanjaro is on the board and Denali goes up mid July. 
Participants are having a break from the Self Defence Fitness Classes, 
which will start up again the fi rst week of August. I am now in the middle 
of planning for the next set of walks to start up early September. So keep 
up the good work everyone!

Core Strength 
- Double Leg Lower –

Following on from the Single Leg Lower
Start by lying on your back with your knees slightly bent and feet in the air. Focus 
on tightening your abdominals and pushing your lower back towards the fl oor.

On the Floor
Lower both legs towards the fl oor while maintaining your abdominal muscle 
squeeze and your lower back pressed to the fl oor. There should be no rocking 
movement of the spine. Take 2-3 seconds to lower and 2-3 seconds to raise your 
legs back to their starting position. Breathe out as you lower your legs and in as 
you lift. Keep this exercise slow and controlled.

On the Bench
Lying on your back on the bench with your knees slightly bent, feet in the air 
and holding the end of the bench behind your head. Focus on tightening your 
abdominals and pushing your lower back into the bench.

Lower both legs towards the fl oor while maintaining your abdominal muscle 
squeeze and your lower back pressed to the bench. Again there should be no 
rocking movement of the spine. Keep this exercise slow and controlled, breathing 
out as you lower and in as you raise your legs.

On the Swissball 
Lying with your lower back on the Swissball with your knees slightly bent, feet 
in the air and holding the wall-bar behind your head. Focus on tightening your 
abdominals and pushing your lower back into the ball. Lower both legs towards 
the fl oor while maintaining your abdominal muscle squeeze and your lower back 
pressed to the ball. Again there should be no rocking movement of the spine. Keep 
this exercise slow and controlled, breathing out as you lower and in as you raise 
your legs.

These popular evenings commence with drinks 
and a three-course dinner followed by two hours 
of Chess, which gives everybody the chance to 
play two or three games with different opponents. 
Supper is served afterwards. The Club prides 
itself on its unrivalled playing conditions, a cause 
of very positive comment by many Members. 

The Secretary Manager received a phone 
call from a Member who attended this Club 
Function in June for the fi rst time commenting 
on the great atmosphere, the wonderful meal 
and the most enjoyable evening he had.
