There are three major muscles in this very powerful muscle group, gluteus maximus, medius and
minimus. All three stabilise and move the hip joint and are important in activities such as walking
up stairs, sprinting, squatting or just getting in and out of the car. Gluteus maximus and medius
are strong extensors and abductors of the hip, while the deeper minimus performs the opposite
movements.

Try lying on the floor with one leg
straight, then pull the other knee
towards your opposite shoulder.

Participants are going very
well. We have two members
who have already completed
stages 1 & 2 and will get round
twice at the rate they are
moving!

Six more have completed stage
1, and several more are well
over half way to completing
the first stage.
