Hip Extension
As with many exercises the Hip Extension can 
be performed at various levels of intensity. 
This exercise is targeting the gluteal (buttock) 

muscles, the 
lower back 
and core
(if abdominals 
are consciously 

activated) and quadriceps (thighs), plus others. 
Start with lying on your back on the fl oor knees 
bent and feet fl at.

Starters Level: Lift hips off the 
fl oor and hold for 6 seconds 
before returning almost to 
fl oor then repeating 10 times. 
Pull abdominal muscles in as 
you perform this exercise.

Moderate Level: Place one foot on the other 
knee. Lift hips up, hold 6 seconds, come 
down almost to the fl oor then repeat 10 times.
Pull belly button to spine throughout.

Advanced Level: Straighten one leg out and 
hold just off the fl oor. As you lift your hips off 
the fl oor raise your straight leg up towards the 
ceiling. Concentrate on squeezing abdominals 
in towards spine to stabilise your body.
This level targets the core more signifi cantly 
than the previous 2 levels. Do 10 each side then 
build up to 3 sets of 10 over time.
