Core Strength

- GLUTE BRIDGE MARCH -
Exercise 3 of 3

You should be going strong with the Side
Bridge Hold and the Plank with Alternate
Arm Lift, working on the side abdominal
and back muscles and both outer and deeper
abdominals. The last exercise of this “Core”
series targets the deep muscles of the lower
back and the gluteals. Aim to do this set of
three exercises most days as your base for
your abdominal strength, toning and back
support. Build up to 2-3 times through
the combination.

- GLUTE BRIDGE MARCH -

Start by lying on your back with your knees
bent and feet on the floor close to your
buttocks. Arms are by your side on the floor.
Now lift your gluteals (buttocks) off the floor
and your toes off the floor so you are balanced
on your shoulders and heels.

Keeping your knee bent, lift one leg up, then
down and then repeat with the other leg.
Timing should be approximately one count
up and one count down. No need to hold at
the top. Keep hips up and square. Aim for
15 each leg.

I will be away from the Fitness Centre for a
month from Saturday 17th May to Monday
16th June. As usual, you will be in good hands
with Kristjian Klue looking after your fitness
and Ondrea Breadmore doing massages.
Kristjian will be available Tuesdays and
Thursdays but will also be taking Personal
Training sessions on Mondays, Wednesdays
and Fridays. Ondrea is available to do
massages on Wednesdays and Fridays.
