CHARLES HAWKINS

“Security Issues in and around South East Asia”
- Thursday 25 November 2004, 7.30am

With the kind assistance of the Embassy of the United States
of America, members of the Wellington Club have the
opportunity to attend a presentation by Charles Hawkins, a
senior defence and regional security analyst, on current issues
concerning the SE Asian region.

A regular visitor to China since 1989, Charles Hawkins has
been called “massively informed” by U.S. Consulate personnel
in Shenyang. He has participated in the U.S. Department of
State Speaker’s Programme and has lectured at the University
of Zurich and the Swiss Military Academy on Chinese power
projection and consequences. He has visited Singapore and
South Korea on behalf of the Speaker’s Programme and lectured
to think tanks and academic centres, and held special meetings
with research professors. In March 2004 he visited Beijing
and Shenyang for the Speaker’s Programme. He was the first
U.S. presenter to the Liaoning Party School in Shenyang in
18 months, and the first U.S. lecturer at the Ministry of Defence
Foreign Visitors’ Centre in Beijing.
