Bicentenary of the Bat tle of Trafalgar:

The price is £280 plus £15 for postage and packing. Please address your order to the Secretary Manager of the Wellington Club.

Seated tall with one hand holding
under the seat take your other
hand over your head and gently
pull head laterally taking your ear
towards your shoulder. Keep head
facing forward. Hold 10 seconds
then relax and move onto next
position or repeat.

Keeping same seated position take
your head hand back slightly and
pull your head slightly forward,
approximately 45 degrees to
engage a different muscle of the
neck.

Still sitting tall with shoulders
back but down, take your hand
to the back of your head and pull
gently forward.

Turn your head to look over one
shoulder.

Rongopai Reserve Gisborne Merlot 2003 $213.00 $17.75
A Merlot that is an intense bright, dark red in colour and features a
bouquet of cassis and mulberry with smoky oak tones. On the palate
it is savoury with smoky characters and ample soft tannins.

Maven Marlborough Sauvignon Blanc 2005 $191.40 $15.95
This premium Single Estate Sauvignon is from the very first crop of this
new Craven Road vineyard. Aromas of passionfruit and gooseberry abound.
The freshness of melon and lime are balanced with rich, ripe tropical fruit
on the palate with lingering finish.
