RECIPROCITY
Club member Bernard Hill has responded to

the Committee’s encouragement to report on
experiences in reciprocal Clubs. Here is his
second report on London’s Travellers and

Carlton Clubs:

“Members will recall that I wrote about two
London clubs to which we have reciprocal access.
This time I'll briefly discuss two more, both near
the ones referred to in last month’s newsletter:

I should state at the outset that I didn't visit them
on this trip so there may have been changes since
I was last there, but by their nature, I think this

is unlikely.

The Travellers Club at 106 Pall Mall is next

door to the Athenaeum and shares the same
terrace lawn background of Carlton House
Terrace. By its name it is steeped in the explorative
period of the British Empire, late 19th and early
20th centuries. The Travellers Club library is a
revelation for travel historians. The Wellington
College library when I was a pupil many years

ago had many books of exploration of that period
so many of the titles were familiar. I took a guest
for dinner who collects first editions and her eyes
opened wide on entering this airy room. Far too
many books to be reached from floor level but she
clattered up the iron staircase to the farthermost
gallery where she had spied a special volume. Some
of the more precious volumes are kept behind
locked brass rails but the librarian is very willing to assist. The public rooms are large and airy and a good
standard of meal is available. The club can be a bit restrictive on which rooms may be available, as for
example, the library is for members only unless the other public rooms are in use. A great central location.

The Carlton Club London

The Carlton Club is on St James'’s Street and looks along Jermyn Street, where many famous stores
are located. For example don't let your wife loose in Floris! (Sorry, I'm of an era where men had wives
and the Club was exclusively men only, but you know what I mean!) I had my daughter with me at the
Carlton on this occasion and we ordered a drink and salmon sandwiches.“If you would care to take a
seat Sir, I'll cut the crusts off the sandwiches.” Well, we did and the sandwiches were fresh and moist.
A couple of small curiosities: To be eligible to join the club I understand you have to be a member of
the Conservative Party, though this doesn't apply to reciprocal club members, and down in the depths
of the building is a tiny ‘snug bar’ which when I visited only opened after 5pm and was presided over
by Mollie, a formidable lady. And this room is definitely for members only. Another great location.
Famous wine merchants on both sides of the street, Prince Charles down the road, St James's Park a bit
further and in the other direction, Piccadilly, Old Bond Street, Burlington Arcade, the Royal Academy,

Fortnum and Mason and so on and so on...”

Allow a 45
minute drive from Wellington. We will take cars to start of walk. Lunch at Vella on the Coast.

Costs: $8 for non-Fitness Centre members, taxi van costs divided between participants, individual café lunch costs.

Remember to wear good walking footwear, carry water with you, and walking poles highly recommended for taking stress off knees with up and down hills.

A WALK THROUGH THE CLUB’S WINE CELLAR YEAR CASE BOTTLE

Here is a great opportunity to take advantage of Jane’s stock-take of Australian Reds. Some
have by now good bottle age; others will still improve with cellaring. Stocks are limited and
orders will be fulfilled on a first come basis.

Grant Burge Barossa Miamba Shiraz 2007 $160.50 $26.75
This wine is dark blood-red in colour with purple hues. The dense fruit is rich with red berry, plum & cherry (6 PACK)

aromas. The palate is velvety with concentrated flavours of black cherry, raspberries and dark chocolate. This is
complemented by toasty oak and grainy tannins. The wine is drinking well now and has cellaring potential.

Climbing Shiraz 2005 $208.20 $17.35
Produced in the Orange region on the slopes of Mt. Canobolas and so named for a climb that begins at 600
metres and ends short of 1,100 metres. The high altitude, cool climate vineyard delivers wine with rich fruit
and elegance.

Brown Brothers Victoria Cabernet Sauvignon 2006 $103.80 $17.30
This medium bodied Cabernet has a refined and elegant palate with a balance of fruit and natural acidity (6 PACK)

associated in cool climate conditions.

Devil’s Lair Margaret River Fifth Leg 2003 $210.60 $17.55

A blend of Cabernet Sauvignon, Merlot and Shiraz, the wine is vibrant mulberry- red in colour with purple hues.
With aromas of mulberries, cherries, plums and spice, the wonderful mix of complex fruit characters are gently
supported by subtle spicy oak. The palate is rich generous fruit, with great length and persistence.
