Walk 4 • Thursday, 13th October: WHITBY (suburb walking tracks)

assisting with putting together this very interesting walk through the central part of Whitby. Then
historian writer Wyn Beasley has put together a wonderfully informative history relating Captain James
Cook’s career to the names of the streets that we will be passing or walking along. A walk and talk not
to be missed!

Two more stretches to help encourage the shoulders back, lengthening through the pectoral muscles
and opening out the chest.  These stretches are to help encourage better posture and improved breathing.

1. Standing with hands together behind your back, push your shoulders
back and lengthen through your neck to stand as tall as you can.
Hold stretch for 15-30 seconds taking 3-6 deep breathes (as if breathing
into your abdominal area), relax and repeat.

2. Lying on the floor with a small volleyball sized ball (a Pilates ball is ideal),
place the ball between your shoulder blades. Take your arms either out
to the side or over your head. Hold 15-60 seconds breathing deeply into
your abdomen.

Mudhouse Marlborough Sauvignon Blanc 2005 $202.20 $16.85
A typical Marlborough Sauvignon with aromas of passionfruit, gooseberry,
honeysuckle and underlying herbal notes. The palate is light-bodied, dry and
crisp with rich flavours of passionfruit, guava and a hint of honeysuckle and lime.

Corban’s Cottage Block Chardonnay 2000 $146.40 $24.40
A lovely ripe Marlborough Chardonnay that shows good fruit aromas and (six-pack)
flavours, with well-integrated oak, culminating in a well-balanced aged wine.

It is rare to find a Marlborough Chardonnay as well aged and drinkable as this.

Langmeil Earthworks Barossa Shiraz 2004 $186.00 $15.50
With aromas of raspberry and boysenberry fruits, this Shiraz has soft
tannins and hints of pepper and briary spice which compliment the
generous fruit concentration.

Kumeu Village Merlot  $132.00 $11.00
The nose has lovely plum fruit notes, together with the earthy, game, tobacco
and coffee aromas that are typical of ripe Merlot. On the palate we have richness,
warmth and weight, with a full tannic finish. This wine will improve for another
year or so in the bottle, but it is also very good for immediate drinking. It is an
ideal accompaniment for full-flavoured meat dishes or pasta.
