Single Arm
Pulley Row

The Single Arm Pulley Row 
is another multi-tasking 
exercise that targets posture, 
the ‘core’ muscles of the 
abdomen and lower back, the 
muscles in the upper back 
and rear shoulder, as well as 
twisting mobility of the entire 
spine. It is important not to 
lift a weight that is too heavy.

T h e 
s t a r t i n g 
pos i t i on 
is seated 
at the low 
p u l l e y 
machine 

with knees just slightly 
bent, holding the triangle 
attachment in one hand. Sit as 
tall as possible, maintaining a 
lumbar curve.

Keeping elbow at shoulder 
height, pull the weighted 
hand towards shoulder while 
pushing the non-weighted 
hand forward. The movement 
is a twist at the body while 
maintaining the lumbar curve. 
A v o i d 
l e a n i n g 
f o r w a r d

Go back to starting position 
by twisting the body pulling 
the non-weighted elbow back 
and taking the weighted hand 
forward. Repeat 10-15 times 
each side, breathing out as 
the weight is being lifted 
(pulled).

The Committee discussed Members’ 
requests for permanent lockers in 
the Health & Fitness Centre. While 

possible advantages to individuals were 
recognised, the Committee decided not 
to allow Members to occupy lockers, 
other than for the period of their work-
out in the Centre or to hang their 
clothing overnight, when attending a 
function in town for example. The Club 
has over 200 registered permanent 
users of the Health & Fitness Centre and 
cannot provide adequate numbers of 
lockers to all Members, and no Member 
should take advantage over other.
